Idea Bank - Workforce/Talent Pool: InterTech is an active participant in CERT, and in the Math, Science and
Technology K-12 program and the Biotechnology Magnet Academy in Caddo Parish. The Biomedical
Research Foundation also supports SMART, a program for advanced high school seniors who spend a year

_ working in a research laboratory at LSU Health Sciences Center in Shreveport.

- Access to Specialized Facilities/Equipment: InterTech’s three incubators can house 25 start-up
companies. Each incubator has shared and specialized equipment. LSU’s Health Sciences Center provides
access to advanced instrumentation for InterTech companies through its Research Core Facility, supported
by the Biomedical Research Foundation and InterTech.

- Supportive Business/Tax/Regulatory Policies: InterTech staff worked for the passage of Louisiana tax
incentives for technology businesses. Such legislation passed in 2005.

- Patience and Long-Term Perspective: InterTech Science Park’s 25-year Master Plan illustrates a shift in
the region’s traditional reliance on the oil, gas and timber industries by facilitating the proliferation of life
sciences and other emerging industries. These large changes will take time to complete, as leaders and
the community embrace and prepare for innovative enterprises.
